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COMPUTING COMMENTS

This is the second or two articles dealing with the more popular cosputer systeas being wused in
genealogy as reported in a recent issue of SFNERLOGICAL COMPUTING (BH). The report came from a reader
survey conducted by that publication. Our comments also include some basic list prices as taken froa
INFONORLD.  These prices are for the "bare” computers without their accessory equipaent and in sost cases
without their full RAM {memory}. To get @ better price appreciation one needs to add the costs of the
accessories and additional semory needed and to subtract savings on the basic computer that are sometises
possible through discounts and sales. The sost reasonable price estimate for you to use would be the
average price taken froam the survey, ‘

In the last issue we aentioned the Apple and Radio Shack TRS systess as the most popular two  systess
in use. We are adding six additional makes in this issue. MNith these we have covered all sakes that had
10 or aore systess in use according to the survey.

The third most popular system is IBM with a total of &9 readers reporting one. Of the 49, &4 are the
IBN PC (Personal Cosputer) and there is one each 5110, Displaywriter and PC XT. MNe will discuss only the
IBM PC. GH listed six software programs that are availble for this system. According to IKFONORLD  the
list price for this computer is $1265 for which you get only 14K RAM, It is expandable to 512K and the
cost of a 64-256K expansion is $475. According to 6H their &4 readers paid $4,485 for their complete
system with the highest being $7,200 and the lowest $2,500. As you probably resesber the readers also
classified themselves as to Novice, Experience and Professional. Of these 44 readers, 42 or 45% said they
were experienced genealogists while the largest group reporting computer experience were the naovices with
31 or only 481%.

The next most popular system was one of the new transportable systess, the Usborne‘f There were 42
readers reporting on this system which has everything built in, including a small monitor and two disk
drives. There are 2 software programs available for this system. There have been some very good sales on
this systes which include a fantastic asount of software (non-genealogical). This systes was not included
in the INFOMORLD comparison., According to G6H readers the average cost per system was $1,462 with a  high
of $3,500 and a low of $1,700. As genealogists 28 or 64X were experienced and 20 or 471 were navice
cosputerists. ‘

The next group was the Heath/lenith which had a total of 34 with 2B being the Heath/lenith HBY for
which there are two software programs available. This system is another not included in the INFOMORLD

comparison, but the GH readers average cost was $4,050. The high, which is a high for all the makes was

$10,000 and the low was $1,800. There were 13 or 441 who were experience genealogists and 135 or 531 who
were novice computerists,

There were five different kinds of Commodore Computers reported in the survey with a total of 30.
There were 12 VIC's, 9 CBM 8032°s, 5 PET’s and 4 44°s. Although INFONORLP provided cost data on three of
the Commodore systeas I am not sure 1 can keep their many models straight; so, as not to mess spaething
up,- 1711 restrict sy cossents to the-sere popular VIC. INFONORLD-reported the VIC 20 with a price of $300
with 3.55k RAM expandable with an 8K card for $30. The 6H readers paid an average of $322 for their )
systeas, with a $1,700 high and $200 low. Eight or 441 were experienced genealogists and 6 or exactly half
were novice computers. ’

The Kapro II computer is what I would call a copy of the transportable Osborne sentioned abave. There
were 14 in the reader survey and there is one software program available. INFONORLD did not include it in
their comparison, but 6H readers paid an average of $2,200 ranging from $3,100 down to $1,000. #s
esperienced genealogists there were 8 or 571 and 9 or 441 were novice coaputerists.

Finally, last and probably least, we get to the ATARI  make which is the kind used by yours truly.
There were {1 reported with 10 being the 800 and 1 the 400. We will talk only about the foreer.
INFONORLD showed them with a basic price of $4649 for 48K RAM. I've seen it advertised at discount stores
and Sears for less than half that, The B readers paid.and average of $2,413 for theirs with a high of
$4,300 and a low of $1,200. 1f you are interested, I reported aine to be $2,800 and I’ve just added to
that a $400 second disk drive. Half of those reporting said they were experienced genealogists and there
were 3 each who were experienced and novice computerists.

Benerally speaking most of those responding to the survey seea to be in the classification of
experienced genealogist and novice computerist. I+ you have delayed moving inte computers because you
know 1ittle or nothing about them, this is evidence that you are in a crowd, so comse on, join the fun.
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THOMAS ALFORD LINE

In the previous issue we began a series on the Thomas Alford line. We
should have identified the families in the sketch or genealogies on page 13
to 7 appropriate generation; ie.

While these sketches
or genealogies will normally be published by generation, the charts on the
pages opposite the sketches will follow a particular branch through several
generations. When we have collected and published all we <can in this
series, we will offer our readers a consolidated package of the entire line
with all corrections and additions included, and the sketches printed in
normal size.

When
I began work on the Alford Fasily at least 30 years ago I asked for and
received a copy of the Wythe Co. Marriage Records which stated Date of
marriage of Moses Alford and Polly Lavender. Also marriage date of Polly
Alford and Jases Carnahan, Having no word or record of Moses [ and others
assuse this Polly Alford to be the daughter of Moses and that the date
should read 1837 not 1827. 1 have since learned not to assuse anything in
genealogy searching. Correction: A few years ago Mrs. Ruth (Eager) Moran
of Thosas Alford line and descended froa Lavina daughter of John and Elimor
Alford did extensive searching in Va. and Ky, Her search in Kentucky
produced a letter also biography of Robert Carnahan, Robert Carnahan stated
his aother was Polly(Margaret) Lavender Alford who married Moses Alford and
following death of Moses she married James Carnahan in 1827, They were
sarried by George Painter of Presbyterian church on Feb. 8,1827. Her
sarriage to Moses Alford produced a son, Thosas (who aust have been very
young when his father died.)

JOHN ALFORD of FREDERICK CO.

In ao earlier issze we showed Staart io oar "Bareae of Missing Alfs’,
bat we are now in touach, thanks to bim. He sent the following and has mare
to follow. Ne are indebeted to hin for these new insights to this family
line.

The puzzle of how, where and when has finally been solved. 1 was able
to solve the puzzle fros the book I received from the Virginia State
Library, Friday August 12, The book is called SPENANDOAK UALLEY  PIOREERS
and THEIR DESCENDANTS; A Bistory of Frederick County, Ca. froa its
forsation in 1738 to 1908. 1t was by T. K. Cartaell who was clerk of the
old county court for amany years. [ will put out a booklet next year on
John Alford of Frederick fo., VA and his times.

Fros the book I found there can be no doubt the John Alford was an
ismigrant brought over by Joist Hite and his son fros the old countries.
doist Hite was the pioneer of what is now most of Frederick Co., VA,  His
grant was for about 200,000 acres (312 sq. ailes). The present size of
Frederick Co. is 415 sq. miles. MWilliam Hoge was in the group of 14
families that Joist Hite brought to his new settlesent in 1735 (might have
been 1732}, Fros 1737 to 1740 Jpist Hite & Son brought over fros the 0ld
Country many immigrants to his settlesent. They case in from Philadelphia
to the west and down across what is now western Maryland into the lower
Shenandoah Valley. Even though I have not found John Alford’s nase, so far
there can be do doubt that Joist Hite k Son brought hia and his family
over. Court records place John Alford in Frederick Co. by 1738. John
could have cose over from the old country in 1737 or 38.

Thosas would have been born in the old country in 1718 or before. He
had a court action in 1737 and had to swear he was at least 21 years of age
at that tise. William may have been born here or in the old country. John
had to be at least 21 to sarry which seans he had to be born in 1496 or
before.

I will be looking at the Parish records of England and ireland to see
if I can locate dohn, Thosas, and maybe Millias. John mas on the second
jury called up in Frederick Co., and say have been on the first, He was
appointed Constable of Frederick Co., in 1741 so he sust have knoun the
tountry and the people very well by then. Also he aust have been a very
robust man to do the job in those days. To be appointed constable in 1741
should put his birth at about 1696, because [ would doubt they would want a
san such over 43 in those days.

John would not have known George Washington, but his children would
because bEeorge was in Frederick Co. surveying and living in the area off
and on from 1748 to 1758. Until the 1740’s there was no travel with
tamilies across Virginia to the Shenandoah Valley. Frederick Co. was
created in 1738 out of Orange Co. The court was not started wuntil 1743
because of not enough homeowners for jury duty. That seant John Alford and
all the others had to travel to Drange for court until 1743, That was a
distance of over B0 siles. More later .......

We are using the *?" to indicate we are not certain as to
which Alford ancestor was really the first generation in America. Ne have tried
to sake allowances for a couple of possibilities and it would sees that Lodr
the father of Jacob was the third generation, his father Jases being o
second generation. There are two or sore paths to fellow froa Jases back to
Enqland, Wales or whereever. We need to change the paragraph nushers on page 21
of the last issue to aore acturately relate to these gemerations. If you would
change the arabic nusbers used for the five families as follows it will help
keep the line straight from here on. Change ! to 8, 2 to 9, 3 to 10, 4 to 1,
and 9 to 12. Nusbers -7 will be for generations before Jacoh, Nusber 13 is
used for MWiley Alfard in the current issue, Add the following seall arabic
nuabers in front of the roman nuserals as follows: under Major Sion Alford, vii
14, viii 15, xi 16; under James Altord i 17 and ii 18; under Warren Alferd i 19,
il 20, iii 21 and viii 22; under Elias Alford ii 23, vi 24, If this is too
confusing, just don’t worry about it. You won’t need these new nusbers unless
you try to relate one of the later issues back to issue nusher 4. The nushers
pick up from there in the current issue and you should be able to follow thes in
future issues without further confusion.

While these sketches or genealogies will normally be published by
generation, the charts on the pages opposite the sketches will follow a
particular branch through several generations. When we have collected and
published all we can in this series, we will offer our readers a consolidated
package of the entire line with all corrections and additions included, and the
sketches will be printed with normal size print. Help us to aake this series as
cosplete and accurate as possible by sending in additions and corrections.
