On the 2nd line: microfilm roll number,
census page number, census dwelling or house number, census family number, and the
enumeration date.

The categories on each line appear in the following order: name, sex, age in years or months
(two columns), color (assumed to be white unless shown otherwise), birthplace, *MSR, property,
and occupation. In the case of infants, the age is expressed in months, in which case the year
column is left blank.

* Data collected in 1860 included information on marriage, school attendance
and literacy:

M = married within the year

S = attended school within the year

R = can't read or write

Birthplace is shown with the approved postal abbreviations for states in the
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U.S. Foreign places, if applicable, were abbreviated as follows:
AU = Austria, CD = Canada, EN = England, GM = Germany, IR = Ireland, etc
